Draft Tasks/Roles
• Define broad framework – CSIS with Sandia (other?) support
• Secure workshop funding; feedback from sponsors – CSIS

• Research/write stage setting white paper and questions – CSIS with Sandia support

Alternative Formats
• Original 10-to-2 roundtable format; 1 for each topic

+  Efficient, proven format
+  Works well for people with limited time
+  More workable size group
- Not efficient use of people coming from greater distance
- Higher investment in overall logistics

• Full day, two-topic format 
+  Synergy of topics
+  Broader diversity of participants
+  Higher value for those traveling longer distances
+  Fewer total meetings
- Larger group logistics; less dialogue (?)
- Harder to get larger time from v high level people

• Hybrid format
• 10-to-2 roundtable; 1 for each topic
• 2-hour plus post processing small group debrief with invited panelists
