Website update

Data Review

Jim and Dick showed several spreadsheets:

· Gila River, San Francisco, and the Mimbres reaches with gage locations, major uses and users of water, satellite observations.

· Other Spreadsheets - Water systems, Categorical Water Use Data, Changes, Sorted Water Use

Primary source is SW Regional Plan

Team assessed each reach and identified other elements to add to the spreadsheet  and potential sources for data and/or known data gaps.
General comments:

One of financial constraints with the regional plan is they did not break the SF Basin out into just Catron County. 88-93 plan is actually better stream by stream, but data gap due to the date, however more accurate than regional plan. 

Kristan has Catron plan, will get to Jim.

Will Sandia be digging out this data? 
Most maps shown come from Google Earth.

There are hydrographic survey maps, but they have not been entered into the SEO database.

Sandia has the latitude/longitudes, but sometimes they are off just a bit for actually locating a former gage.

Mimbres now has a River Master, SEO would have information on the designation. It has been an unregulated system in the past, now trying to get a handle on it.

Surface water gone by the time you get into Luna County, a few miles below Faywood.

Power plant near Deming coming online ~December.

How much will this data be summarized and put into a form (beyond the model itself) that provides a readily useful perspective on overall water use?

Groundwater usually cheapest supply, does the Mimbres Basin have enough water for use with just groundwater?
Potential additional data sources:

Vance Lee would have some data on the irrigation district

GIS data from SE

Possible USGS additional data:

Partial record stations; Misc. measurements; Crest stage rainfall (CFR gage), USGS on the back pages of the annual water year publication

Time of travel studies

Jeanmarie also has USGS contacts in AZ as well as those already provided for NM.

When SE instituted water management approach they put information on the website about projects that are funded.

Rick H. – Will get crop data and points on maps in Luna County for the project. He also spoke with Tink at Deming OSE, he is willing to help.

Patrick Bloch, Game and Fish in Santa Fe may have info about changes of water use.

Elvidio Dinez has some base data and modeling calculations that are in the 1992 regional plan

Tom S. will check why mining data zeroes out.
